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The Dra� Law of Georgia on Bio-

logical Diversity, prepared by the 

Ministry of Environmental Protec�on 

and Agriculture of Georgia, creates a 

legal basis for the establishment of an 

effec�ve nature conserva�on and man-

agement system and approximates 

Georgian legisla�on with the European 

nature protec�on policy. Harmoniza-

�on of Georgian legisla�on with EU na-

ture protec�on direc�ves, such as EU 

Direc�ve 92/43 / EEC on the Conserva-

�on of Natural Habitats and Wild Flora and Fauna, and EU Direc�ve 2009/147 / EC on the Conserva�on 

of Birds is an obliga�on dened by the Associa�on Agreement between the EU and Georgia. 

Currently, nature conserva�on in Georgia is regulated by legisla�on that was adopted mainly in the 

1990s, including Georgia’s Laws on Environment (1996), On Wildlife (1996), on the System of Protected 

Areas (1996), “On the Red List and the Red Data Book” (2003). However, the shortcomings and collisions 

of these laws and bylaws with other 

legisla�on of the country signicantly 

complicate their enforcement and 

control.

  

 
Development of the dra. law on Bio-log-

ical Diversity started in 2013 with the 

aim to reform the national system of 

nature conservation and harmonize 

it with the EU requirements. With-

in the frame of the German-Georgi- 

an cooperation programme “Integrated 

Biodiversity Management in the South



Caucasus” (IBiS), the Deutsche Gesellscha  für Interna onale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) GmbH provided 

technical assistance to the Ministry of Environmental Protec on and Agriculture of Georgia for the de-

velopment of this important legisla ve document. 

The specic objec ves of the Dra  Law of Georgia on Biological Diversity are to provide:

  Long-term conserva on of wild plants and animals;

   Habitat conserva on and maintenance through development of the “Emerald Network” and des-

igna on of protected areas with interna onal importance;

   Regula on of interna onal trade in endangered species of wild fauna and ora at na onal level;

   Establishment of clear condi ons for access to gene c resources and related tradi onal knowl-

edge and equitable sharing of benets arising from the u liza on of these resources.

Climate change and biodiversity loss 

are among the most important chal-

lenges in today’s world. Every day 

more and more species and habitats 

are threatened with ex nc on world-

wide, including in Georgia. Maintaining 

and restoring ecosystems is essen al 

to provide a safe living environment 

for us and for future genera ons. Pro-

tec ng biodiversity is vital to our well-

being and our country’s sustainable 

development. Therefore, although Goals 14 and 15 are directly related to the halt of biodiversity 

loss and conserva on of marine and terrestrial ecosystems, biodiversity conserva on and main-

tenance of ecosystems services are essen al to achieve most of the UN’s Sustainable Devel-

opment Goals (SDGs). 
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The adop on of the Law on 

Biological Diversity is important 

for the implementa on of the na onal 

biodiversity strategy and the country’s inter-

na onal commitments, as well as for integra ng 

aspects of nature conserva on into development. 

Protec ng Georgia’s biodiversity is important not only 

at the na onal, but also at the global level as one of the 

biodiversity hotspots1 and priority biodiversity conserva-

on sites2. Georgia’s biodiversity has a great value, given 

its ecological, social, economic, cultural and aesthe c 

signicance. The new legisla ve ini a ve is especially im-

portant right now, when the interna onal community is 

reviewing achievements and failures under the Conven-

on on Biological Diversity and nego a ng the post-2020 

global biodiversity framework.

Species protection
Protection of endangered species Is a crucial goal of nature conservation. Extraction of plant and ani-

mal species, destruction of habitats and the distribution of invasive species poses a significant threat 

to country’s biodiversity. The draft law on Biodiversity contains important provisions on protection of 

species and their habitats, on prohibition of encroachment and compensation of damage.

According to the law, the Red List of Georgia, similarly to the IUCN Red List of Threatened Species, 

will describe the conservation status of plant and animal species spread throughout Georgia. Special 

protection status - strictly protected or 

protected species - will be given to en-

dangered or near-extinct animal and 

plant species, depending on the state 

of the species’ population at national, 

regional or global level. The govern-

ment takes responsibility to monitor 

strictly protected and protected spe-

cies, as well as to develop and imple-

ment their conservation plans.

The draft law prohibits deliberate 

killing or capture of strictly protected 

or protected wild bird and other wild



animal species, as well as destruc on, 

damage or collec on of their nests, 

lairs, burrows, eggs/spawns, deliber-

ate destruc on of migra on and water 

access routes, or watering places. It is 

also forbidden to cut, dig out, damage, 

collect parts, own, trade or transport 

specimens of the strictly protected and 

protected species of plants, except for 

the excep onal cases provided by law. 

The legal protec on of vulnerable and 

endangered species will be provided 

through the inclusion theme in a list of 

strictly protected or protected species that will be approved by the government of Georgia. 

The dra  law establishes the obliga on of a land holder to tolerate restric ons imposed by species and 

habitat protec on measures. 

The dra  law also establishes a framework for u liza on of wild plants and animals that do not belong 

to the protected or strictly protected species. It allows u liza on of the minimum number of specimens 

of such species for personal social needs. The list of (not-protected) species subject to hun ng or shing 

shall be dened by legisla on.

The dra  law will prohibit introduc on of invasive alien species, cul va on of invasive plant species in 

forests or protected areas, arbitrary reintroduc on of wild animals into the environment in Georgia.

Interna onal wildlife trade also causes overexploita on of some animal and plant species. As a party to 

the Conven on on Interna onal Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES), Georgia 

is obliged to control export, re-export and import of endangered species (also their parts and derivates) 

common in the country as well 

as specimens originated in oth-

er countries, including species 

propagated ar cially or bred in 

cap vity. The dra  law contains 

relevant provisions for regula-

on, control and monitoring 

of extrac on and interna-

onal trade of species 

protected by the 

CITES.

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Habitat Conservation

Conserva�on of 

diversity of ora and 

fauna is impossible with-

out maintenance of their habi-

tat. Increasing modica�on and 

destruc�on of habitats is the main 

cause of biodiversity loss.

The dra� law establishes the legal ba-

sis for development of the “Emerald 

Network” in Georgia. The “Emerald 

Network” is an ecological network of 

special conserva�on areas designed to provide long-term survival of species by protec�ng and preserving 

their habitats. The dra� law establishes and denes criteria for selec�on of the Emerald sites, procedures 

for their designa�on, and requirements for management and monitoring in accordance with the Conven-

�on on Conserva�on of European Wildlife and Natural Habitats (Bern Conven�on). Emerald areas may 

be state, municipal or privately owned. The Ministry of Environmental Protec�on and Agriculture will 

manage, coordinate and control the “Emerald Network” at the na�onal level.

According to the dra� law, any project that might, individually or in combina�on with other plans and 

projects, have a signicant effect on protected species and habitats within the Emerald sites shall be 

subject to an appropriate assessment of its implica�ons for the site. Implementa�on of the project with 

adverse impacts on the integrity of the Emerald site will be allowed only in the absence of alterna�ve 

solu�ons and for impera�ve reasons of overriding public interest Compensatory measures must be taken 

to ensure the overall coherence of the “Emerald Network”.  

Protected Areas of International Importance

There are valuable ecosystems in Geor-

gia, that meet the criteria set by inter-

na�onal trea�es for indica�on of areas 

of interna�onal importance. The dra� 

law on Biological Diversity emphasizes 

the importance of protec�ng natural 

heritage in line with the requirements 

of the UNESCO Conven�on on the Pro-

tec�on of World Cultural and Natural 

Heritage. Recently, Colchic forests and 

wetland ecosystems, represented in 



the M rala, Kolkheti, Kintrishi and Kobule  Pro-

tected Areas, were submi ed for inclusion into 

the UNESCO World Heritage List. The Colchic peat-

lands and forests are also included into the list of 

Wetlands of Interna onal Importance in accor-

dance with the Conven on on Wetlands (Ramsar 

Conven on). 

 The draft law provides the legal basis for estab-

lishing of Wetlands of International Importance 

and World Heritage Sites in Georgia, setting out 

detailed procedures for their identification, desig-

nation, management, protection and monitoring.

The draft law establishes the legal basis for the 

creation and management of Biosphere Reserves.

The category, Biosphere Reserve, is an important 

tool for nature conservation and sustainable land 

use. The Global Network of Biosphere Reserves 

has been evolving under the UNESCO “Man and 

Biosphere” Programme since 1971. Based on the 

studies carried out in Georgia, Dedoplistskaro 

and Akhmeta, which are connected by traditional 

transhumance practice, have been identified as 

priority sites for development of Georgia’s first 

biosphere reserves.

Genetic Resources
One of the aims of the convention on Biological 

Diversity is to ensure fair and equitable sharing 

of benefits arising from utilization of genetic 

resources through appropriate access to ge-

netic resources and transfer of relevant 

technologies (ABS). Genetic resourc-

es are understood as any materi-

al of plant, animal, microbial  
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or other origin that 

contains func onal units 

of heredity and has actual or 

poten al value. They are u lized for 

a variety of purposes - from fundamental 

research to produc on of pharmaceu cals 

or cosme cs, and new agricultural varie es. 

Users of gene c resources include research and 

academic ins tu ons, and private companies op-

era ng in various sectors. Benets derived from 

the use of gene c resources may include sharing 

of the research results and development carried 

out on gene c resources, transfer of technologies 

which make use of those resources, and par cipa-

on in biotechnological research ac vi es.  

According to the convention, the ABS shall be 

determined by national law. The draft law es-

tablishes conditions for accessing genetic re-

sources in Georgia, as well as requirements 

for the distribution of benefits arising from 

them. Genetic resources will be available only 

inating from other countries in 

Georgia requires a permit from 

the relevant country and a pri-

or notification. According to the 

draft law, the benefits arising 

from utilization of genetic re-

sources and related traditional 

knowledge should be fairly dis-

tributed to members of the lo-

cal community and traditional 

knowledge holders.

on the basis of a relevant permit. Additionally, an agreement on sharing of benefits from utili-

zation of genetic resources with Georgia will be required. In turn, use of genetic resources orig-



Redress

One of the goals of the dra  law on Biodiversity is to prevent and eliminate significant damage to species 

and habitats. Implementa on of projects that have a signi�cant adverse e ect on popula ons of strictly 

protected and protected species or cause irreversible nega ve changes of habitats, ecosystem services 

and func ons will be carried out only for impera ve reasons of overriding public interest and if there is 

no alterna ve to project implementa on in another area or with less encroachment. The developer is 

required to either restore original condi on of damaged nature or to recover an equivalent state on an 

alterna ve site. Monetary compensa on for damage to nature shall be permi ed only if it is impossible 

to recovery through replacement.
